For example: An Intermediate Boy finishing in 3rd place overall when racing with Expert Boys 
will receive 260 points from the Expert Scale for that race.

Elite pay-out is purse plus 100% 
80% - Elite classes, spilt between Male and Female by rider % to a min. of 20% 
20% - Elite male cruiser 
Female Elite Cruiser (100% pay-out only) 
Masters (100% pay-out only) 
 
Jr. Classes 100% payout. (NO money ADDED) 
 
All money classes get paid out at the pre-registration rate.

• Pay-outs fallow Elite pay-out schedule. 

 
Year-End  
 
Qualification:

• Top 5 Races + Finals count towards year-end number plates and overall awards.      
• Must race 5 Races + Finals to be eligible to earn number plates and awards 
• One Out of Province requirement for year-end standings & overall Awards.  
• Finals are double-points  
• Year end awards by Age and Class  

Awards:
Plates - Distribute 1-8 per Age & Class 
Awards - Class winners. (7 novice) 
Teams – Plaque to winners 
  
Elite - $1500 to top 3 20” and Cruiser (1st 50%, 2nd 30% 3rd 20%)  (min.3 riders Qualified) 

o Elite 20” - $1000  
o Elite Women - $500
